PhD student mentor: learn from your PhD student
mentor what it's like to be a research student in
mathematics - hear about their experiences

Build your network: get to know fellow interns,
Cambridge students and Faculty at academic and
social events

Career events: receive advice and information as
you consider your future career in mathematics

Presentation: deliver a short talk on your project at
a presentation day in August - a full day event
followed by formal dinner at a Cambridge college
